

















Members reviewed standards addressing general considerations, competence in practice,
confidentiality, conflict of interest, fee-setting and client interaction, termination or alteration of
therapist/client relationship.

* Professional Conduct and Client Relationships: OAR 331-840-0020

Members discussed proposed standards related to competence in practice under section (2) of the rule,
recommending some modification to certain- provisions. Changes to (2)(e) were made to include
“victim, community, and client protection and safety, and the balance between these” to ensure
inclusiveness of all affected parties. Rules subsections (3)(a) dealing with confidentiality were revised
to include informed disclosure to be made in writing; (4)(b) dealing with conflict of interest was
modified and examples listed were deleted to eliminate confusion; (6)(b) and (c) dealing with
termination or alteration of the therapist/client relationship was modified to remove ambiguity. An
additional subsection under (6)(d) was added to include ‘other mental health services’ for coordination
purposes.

* Communications with Other Professionals: OAR 331-840-0030

Considerable discussion ensued regarding communication and professional relationships with
corrections and probation officers and other mental health professional for effective supervision and
monitoring. Mr. Schreiner stated the importance of having a standard for progress reports. Members
concurred with revisions to streamline the reporting requirements. Subsection (1)(d) was deleted as
unnecessary and subsection (2) was to be combined with (1). Subsection (3) was modified to include
other family members, and wording in (4) was refined.

It was recommended to utilize the ATSA Standards for specific requirements. Ms. Allbritton stated she
would rework the rule section accordingly.

Conclusion: All members agreed with proposed changes.

* Mandatory Reporting: OAR 331-840-0040
Members review the provisions without proposing changes.

* Sexual Misconduct: OAR 331-840-0050 ,

Members discussed the provisions outlined in this rule section and proposed deleting subsections (3)
and (5) as unnecessary based on specific cases occurring in the state of Washington — which has a top
down structure. Members suggested slight wording changes to other subsections. Members noted the
content of this rule would fit within OAR 331-840-0020 Professional Conduct and Client Relationships.
Ms. Allbritton also noted that the various rules in division 840 could be more appropriately sequenced
and that she would “shuffle” the order and combine this section with the professional conduct
provisions and draw on the ATSA standards to improve structure.

Conclusion: All members agreed with proposed changes.

* Client Confidentiality: OAR 331-840-0070

Members reviewed the rule provisions and recommended slight wording changes to sections (2) to add
“functionally disabled individuals or minors” as appropriate. Section (7) has slightly modified to read
“psychological, developmental and functional capabilities”.



Conclusion: All members agreed with proposed changes and with Ms. Allbritton’s recommendation to
reorder some of the rule sections to improve sequence of information. .

* Client Records: OAR 331-840-0080

The rule provisions were reviewed. Dr. Davis suggested checking requirements under the Ambulatory
Records Certification web site http://www.cchit.org/certify/ambulatory/index.asp

and provided the telephone number for the entity (53)-222-9590. He explained the organization’s
purpose. Dr. Mussack suggested checking the psychologist’s rules as well.

Conclusion: Staff indicated they would check the information out.

Members inquired about the structure of the regular board meeting scheduled for March 7, 2008. Ms.
Allbritton recapped items on the agenda and basic meeting logistics. She noted that Susan Wilson,
Agency Director usually met with the Chair prior to the meeting and asked Dr. Davis to schedule
approximately 30 minutes before the meeting. Members discussed the progress and filing temporary
rules and then opening rules for public comments.

Administrative Rule Review
“Sex Offender Treatment Board”
HB 3233 — 2007 Legislative Session

ISSUE:

Review and approve temporary operating administrative rules for the Sex Offender
Treatment Board to initiate the application and qualification process for certification of
sex offender therapists.

DISCUSSION:

The Board held rule committee meetings January 4, January 25 and February 29, 2008
to develop temporary operating rules addressing definitions, fee structure, requirements
for application and certification of clinical, associate, grandfather provision, and
reciprocal qualification criteria.

Temporary rules are effective for a maximum 180 days and must be permanently
adopted to retain the rule requirements. The proposed filing date for temporary rules is
Friday, March 15, 2008. The timeline and key actions that must be completed between
the temporary rule effective and permanent adoption are as follows:

331-800-0010
Definitions
The following definitions apply to OAR 331-800-0010 to OAR 331-880-0020:

(1) “Active certificate” means a certificate issued when all requirements are met, fees
paid and certificate is not expired, suspended or revoked.

(2) “Affidavit of licensure” means an original document verifying licensing history and
status, issued by the licensing authority in the state which issued the license with an
official seal or stamp affixed to the document; it is not the certificate or license form
issued which authorizes the holder to practice.

(3) "Agency" means the Oregon Health Licensing Agency (OHLA). The agency is
responsible for the budget, personnel, performance-based outcomes, consumer
protection, fee collection, mediation, complaint resolution, discipline, rule making, and
record keeping.

(4) "Author/zat/on" means the official document, the certificate, issued by the Oregon
Health Licensing Agency.

(5) “Board” means pursuant to ORS 675.395, the entity that advises the agency in
matters relating to the practice of sex offender treatment, including practice standards,
education and training requirements, and advises the agency on all disciplinary issues
in accordance with ORS 676.612. The Oregon Health Licensing Agency Director
controls the regulatory operations and has decision-making authority on all substantive
matters.

(6) "Certified clinical sex offender therapist’ means a person who is certified by the
agency to provide services for the treatment and rehabilitation of sex offenders and who
may supervise certified associate sex offender therapist; also referred to as “clinical
therapist”.

(7) "Certified associate sex offender therapist' means a person who is certified by
the agency to provide services for the treatment and rehabilitation of sex
offenders while under the direct supervision of a certified clinical sex offender
therapist; also referred to as “associate therapist”.

(8) “Continuing education hours” means the actual academic classroom or course
work time, including but not limited to workshops, symposiums, seminars, excluding
personal travel time to and from the training site, registration or check-in periods breaks
or lunch periods.

(9) "Credential” or its derivative means the process of licensing, registration,
certification or the equivalent through which a person is legally recognized by a state
agency as lawfully authorized to practice a health profession.

(10) “Direct treatment services” means face-to-face individual, group or family
therapy, provided by a clinical or associate therapist, to a client.

(11) “Direct treatment supervision” means a minimum of two hours of supervision
by a certified clinical sex offender therapist for each 45 hours of direct clinical
contact with a sex offender as specified in ORS 675.365(4).
