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A Word From

The Marine Board met in Portland on January 14, 2010.  The Board considered and acted on a variety of proposed 
boating regulations and heard staff reports and program updates.  In addition, the Board approved one Boating 
Facilities Grant to construct a new public boat launch with parking and restroom at Bear Creek Park, located on 
the Siletz River in Lincoln County.   

This brings the total number of grants approved to date to 42, plus four Small Grants.  Fourteen grants have been 
completed and a number of others are well underway.  Several are waiting for summer or fall in-water work peri-
ods before they can begin construction.  The total funds allocated to grants by the Board to date is $3.5 million 

Round Two Grant Applications and Consideration 

Round Two grant applications must be received in the Marine Board office by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, February 26.  
A date for the Board meeting at which these applications will be considered has not yet been set.  Applicants will 
be notified by mail of the date and time of the Board meeting.  In addition, applicants will receive a copy of the 
staff recommendation as a part of this notification. 

Based on previous commitments to grants and a reserve of $350,000 for cost increases and 
new Round Three grant requests next spring, we expect to have approximately $1 million 
available for Round Two grants.  The actual amount of funds the Board may award for 
Round Two depends on a variety of factors; including the number of applications we re-
ceive, the amount of funds requested, staff recommendations, etc.   

We anticipate that the overall process will be similar to Round One.  Staff will review appli-
cations submitted by the deadline and request additional information from the applicant if 
any is needed.  Applications are evaluated using the priority rating system and staff will pre-
pare funding recommendations for Board consideration.  Staff recommendations can in-

clude:  funding the applications as requested; funding applications with modifications to scope or funding; defer-
ring the project for future consideration; or denying the request.  A copy of the staff recommendation for each 
application is provided to the respective applicants prior to the Board meeting.   

The Board can consider (no more than $50,000 total cost) applications in block votes, based on overall cost of the 
projects and staff recommendations.  Larger grants exceeding this threshold would then be considered by the 
Board individually and voted on one at a time.  Applicants with larger 
projects are highly encouraged to be present at the Board meeting when 
their grant is considered in order to answer any questions Board mem-
bers may have.  Applicants submitting smaller grants typically do not 
need to attend the meeting, but are always welcome.  Keep in mind that 
the Board can accept staff recommendation, modify the recommenda-
tion, or take a different action on any project.         Continued on page 2

Round Two occurs during the middle of the biennium but all proposed work must still be finished and bills sub-
mitted to us for reimbursement by June 30, 2011.  Applicants need to seriously consider their ability to meet re-
strictive time frames before submitting their application.  Please factor in enough time to obtain all the necessary 
permits, prepare construction documents, comply with public bidding requirements, award contracts, order materi-
als, and meet the in-water work windows when deciding whether or not you should submit a Round Two applica-
tion.  If you have questions or concerns about your application please contact us before submission.

We expect to have a number of good projects 
for the Board to consider. 

Small Grants 

The Director has the authority to approve grants for miscellaneous boating access-related improvements.  Eligibil-
ity requirements are the same as they are for Boating Facilities Grants:  Cities, Counties, Port and Park Districts, 
State and Federal agencies can request assistance for relatively minor site improvements, such as adding gravel to 
existing parking lots, replacing decking on boarding floats, security lighting, and other scope items considered out-
side the realm of routine maintenance activities. 

Projects cannot exceed $20,000 total with the Marine Board portion limited to $10,000.  There are no grant agree-
ments to sign or other long-term obligations on the part of applicants.  Application for Small Grants should in-
clude a letter of request explaining the need and purpose of the grant, photos illustrating the problem, and a quote 
from a vendor or contractor establishing the cost of the proposed work.  The proposed work cannot be initiated 
and completed until after the Director authorizes the grant.  A decision on a Small Grant is usually made within a 
week of receiving the request.  If approved, the grant recipient will receive a letter of authorization by mail. 

A Small Grant cannot be amended once it has been awarded by the Director and the amount of funding cannot be 
increased.  Therefore, it is very important to obtain accurate estimates or quotes from a reputable firm before ap-
plying for a Small Grant.  Payment of grant funds is made on a reimbursable basis after the grant recipient submits 
acceptable proof of the amount of funds expended and the photos of the proposed work is completed.  Partial 
payments are generally not made and any unspent funds will be used to offset the grant award.

What is the AQUATIC INVASIVE SPECIES PREVENTION PROGRAM (AISPP)? 

Have you been asked this question? If you have and are not sure of the answer you can direct your recreational 

users to our website, www.boatoregon.com and find a list of frequently asked questions.  

The fees generated by the permit sales go into a dedicated fund for inspection & prevention efforts. None of the 

money collected goes into the stateõs general fund.  

Why this law is important: 

This law became a priority for Oregon as demand grew for an enhanced effort to prevent a devastating introduc-

tion of zebra or quagga mussels into Oregonõs waters. Several aquatic invasive species (AIS), such as Eurasion wa-

termilfoil, New Zealand mud snails and others, are already present in Oregon, damaging waterways and costing 

waterway and fishery managersð and ultimately taxpayers, boaters and anglers-millions.  

Where do I get a permit? 

Registered motorboat owners do not need to buy a permit: the fee is automatically added to the cost of mo-
tor boat registration.  Current registration decals are proof of payment into the Aquatic Invasive Species Permit 
program. Nothing further needs to be purchased.  

This program is being implemented by OSMB & the Oregon Department of Fish & Wildlife (ODFW). Non-
motorized & non-resident permits can be purchased at Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife license agents 
ODFW offices that sell licenses (www.dfw.state.or.us/resources/licenses), and online at ODFW's website: 
www.dfw.or.state.us/online_license_sales/index.asp. 

Permits cost $7 ($5 permit plus $2 agent fee). 

Online purchases are subject to an additional $2 shipping and handling fee.  Online permit purchasers can 
print a temporary permit and use it immediately.  The permanent permit will be mailed.  (If a fishing license is pur-
chased at the same time the shipping and handling fee appiles to the total order, not individual items in the order).

 Lincoln Countyõs Bear Creek completed phase one, an access road at this 

new boating facility on the Siletz River. Next phase is parking, ramp, floats 

and vault toilet.  Lincoln County hopes to have this new sight open for use 

by early 2011. 

Washington Countyõs Henry Hagg Lake is in the process of new 

boarding floats being installed at both the òAó ramp and òCó ramp. 

The county hopes to have installation completed for spring      

boating.  
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Completed Projects Around The State 

Coos County 

Work is wrapping up at three boating facilities in Coos County. Coquille Ramp & 

Riverton Park on the Coquille River as well as Bradley Ramp on Bradley Lake all 

have new vault restrooms. All three sites are extremely popular among anglers who 

fish for salmon, steelhead and warm-water fish. The existing toilets at the three sites 

were in poor condition and required considerable maintenance and repair.  Funding 

was provided by Coos County and your boater dollars. For more information about 

these sites or others in the Coos County area, contact 541-396-3121. 

The ramp repair at Tenmile Lake Ramp was completed this fall.  This project involved resetting the concrete 

panels that had shifted, becoming a safety hazard to boaters at this popular boat launch. An unknown occurrence 

resulted in an undermining of the support material beneath the lower panels in the middle lanes of the ramp. The 

panels were removed, the base material was replaced and the ramp panels have been reset. Funding was provided 

by Coos County and your boater dollars. For more information about these sites or others in the Coos County

The International Port of Coos Bay recently replaced the pumpout/dump station at the Charleston Boat Basin. 

The previous units were subject to frequent down time and repairs.  Boaters now have access to reliable and mod-

ern equipment where they can dispose of onboard waste. Funding was provided by The Clean Vessel Act (CVA), a 

federal program designed to help boating facilities keep their waterways clean. For more information about this 

facility or others operated by the International Port of Coos Bay, contact 541-888-2548. 

The Port of Bandon recently replaced their pumpout/dump station. The previous units were subject to frequent 

down time and repairs.  Boaters now have access to reliable and modern equipment where they can dispose of 

their onboard waste. Funding was provided by The Clean Vessel Act (CVA), a federal program designed to help 

boating facilities keep their waters clean. The Port of Bandon received a small grant for some much needed repair 

done to the parking area. This project included cutting out repair areas and replacing with asphalt. The parking 

area was tarred, sealed and repainted with striping for better visibility.  The parking area project was funded 

through boater dollars.

Clatsop County 

The City of Seaside received a small grant to replace the gangway at Quatat Park on the Necanicum River. After 

25 years of service, the previous gangway had been repaired several times and was becoming unsafe. The new 40 

foot aluminum gangway will provide safer access to the boarding floats. This project was funded by the City of 

Seaside and boater dollars. For more information about this boating facility or others operated by the City of Sea-

The courtesy dock at the restroom near the Cullaby Lake Boat Launch has been 

replaced. The previous docks, although still in use, were old and in poor condition. 

The wood docks and piles had splintered and cracked, the flotation had eroded and 

the stability of the floats was marginal. The project included replacing the old 

docks, replacing the wood piles with steel and installing a gangway. Cullably Lake is 

an extremely popular freshwater coastal waterbody. It is one of the few coastal lakes 

in northwest Oregon large enough to support a variety of boating activities. This 

project was funded by Clatsop County Parks and boater dollars. For more informa-

tion about this boating facility and others operated by Clatsop County contact 503-325-9306. 
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
